Lioba Reddeker came to Vienna in 1988, worked for contemporary-art galleries and projects and from 1993 to 1998 she managed sociology of art research projects in Germany and Austria on subjects such as the production and collection of contemporary art. From 1997 to 2000 she was  Federal Art Curator, and in this function in 1997 founded the documentation centre for contemporary art basis wien – Kunst, Information und Archiv, which under her leadership has been involved in numerous EU-supported research projects for the online archiving of art. Basis Wien has developed into one of the leading online projects and has built a database currently with more than 100,000 files and millions of links. Between 2003 and 2007 she taught culture management at the Kufstein Advanced Technical College and gave lectures at the Linz University of Art. Since January 2005 as the artistic director she has been in charge of the HangART-7 programme in Salzburg, which has held 14 exhibitions with participants from numerous countries, from Spain to South Africa to Iceland.

Since 2007 he has been head of communication and publicity for Basis Wien.
